(The celebrant, waving his hands over the elements, says a silent prayer. He then takes the 
bread from the paten with his right hand and places it on the palm of his left hand, blesses it

This is My Body which for you and for many is broken and given for 
the remission of sins and for eternal life.

(The celebrant takes the chalice blended with water and wine on his left hand, blesses it and 

says)

down and says a prayer)
